We would like you to come visit the puppies in our home after they are 2 weeks old and meet our other
dogs. The reason for this is so we can get to know you better and determine what you are looking for in
terms of type and temperament. Once you are attracted to a particular dog for instance, it gives us insight
on which puppy would be most suitable for you. In case the right puppy arrives, we want you to meet and
interact with the litter. A prospective owner may wish to come meet our puppies before they are ready to
bring a puppy home. The advantage to this is you will develop an understanding of how we match our
puppies to the right home as well as objectively learn to evaluate puppies without the emotional factor of
knowing that one of the pups in the litter may be yours.

No puppy will leave our home until we are completely comfortable with the match we have made.

Breeding rights are extra according to our contracted agreement terms. All of our puppies are registered
with the Canadian Kennel Club and are microchipped. You are asked to sign a contract that outlines our
expectations from you as well as what you expect from us. A breeder can never guarantee that nothing
will go wrong, as we are at some extent at the mercy of Mother Nature. Our health guarantee allows for
reimbursement or replacement of your puppy. You will not be asked to return your dog. Our 5-year
written health guarantee is in our PUPPY SALES CONTRACT.
